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Notice of Lead Agency Declaration and
Positive Declaration to Require a Supplemental
Environmental Impact Statement

Pursuant to the State Environmental Quality Review Act (SEQRA), as set forth in 6
NYCRR Part 617, the New York City Department of Environmental Protection
(NYCDEP) is hereby declaring lead agency status for the proposed development project
known as Kent Manor located in the Town of Kent, Putnam County, New York.
NYCDEP is seeking to re-establish lead agency status as allowed under 6 NYCRR §
617.6(b)(6) due to its determination that a supplement to the 1987 Kent Manor Final
Environmental Impact Statement is warranted. NYCDEP’s Bureau of Environmental
Planning and Assessment (OEPA) should be notified within 30 days of the date of this
letter if any involved agency objects to NYCDEP's lead agency status.

NYCDEP, assuming lead agency in this process, has determined that the proposed Kent
Manor development may have significant adverse impacts on the environment that either
were not addressed or were inadequately addressed, and that arise from new information
and/or changes in circumstances since the Final Environmental Impact Statement (FEIS)
was filed in 1987. Therefore, NYCDEP is issuing this Positive Declaration and will
require the preparation of a Supplemental Environmental Impact Statement (SEIS) by the
proposed development applicant, RFB LLC { Applicant).

Project Overview

The proposed Kent Manor project involves construction of a 303-unit condominium
development and a wastewater treatment plant (WWTP) to service the residential
development (together, the “Project™) in the Town of Kent, Putham County, New York.
The Project will be located off Nichels Street and includes the construction of a new
section of Nichols Street in order to provide access to Route 52. The Project site consists
of 113 acres, 89 percent of which will ultimately drain into New York City’s Croton Falls
Reservoir through, among other watercourses, Michael’s Brook and Palmer Lake.
Construction of the Project began in 1989 or 1990, but was halted a few years later and to
date has not recommenced. As a result, unfinished portions of the WWTP, sewage
collection system, other infrastructure, and the foundations of several condominium units
are currently located on the site. At present, the Applicant, the contract vendee and
primary mortgagee of the Project, seeks to proceed with construction of the Project.

Because the Croton Falls Reservoir basin is designated as a phosphorus restricted basin
under § 18-16(79) of the Rules and Regulations for the Protection from Contamination,
Degradation and Pollution of the New York City Water Supply and its Sources
(Watershed Regulations), the Applicant has submitted an application to NYCDEP for
participation of the Project in the phosphorus offset pilot program (POPP) established by
the Watershed Regulations.

The Project is a Type [ action pursuant to SEQRA. During the 1980s, a coordinated
review of the Project was initiated by the Town of Kent Planning Board, the lead agency
at that ime for SEQRA review of the Project. The FEIS for the Project was filed on
April 23, 1987. On September 11, 1987, the Town of Kent Planning Board issued a
findings statement which determined that the requirements of SEQRA had been met. The
Town of Kent Planning Board subsequently issued site plan approval for the Project.
